The text analyses the experiential reality of the trip and its insertion
into the Castilian noble culture between the 15th and 16th centu-
ries. It focuses on the different ways in which the trip represents for
the nobility both a political and artistic opportunity and of a memory
of lineage. For the Castilian nobility, traveling constituted the start of
service to the monarch, the possibility of expanding their states or
simply an aesthetic and vital contemplation. This essay is about the
trace that these experiences left in noble book theory and produc-
tion.

Title:

Fear for a chance of success: diplomatic travel during the reign of
King Dinis of Portugal (1279-1325)

Abstract:

To ensure the success of any diplomatic mission, the confrontation
with the unforeseen, the unknown and the possibility of failure was
unavoidable. The fear of travelling, the fear of failure or the fear of
loss was a constant in the circulation of ambassadors who, although
armed with “internationally” “recognised” rights and privileges, were
not safe from the unexpected, from the consequences of war, of ill-
ness or from dealing with the failure of their mission. But fear did not
only affect the travellers, it also affected the one that had sent them,
their lord, who hoped that the person(s) in whom he had trusted
would be able to guarantee the success of the mission. Thus, in this
presentation, taking into account the diplomacy of the reign of King
Dinis (1279-1325), we will analyse the various fears inherent to the
diplomatic circulation to and from Portugal, in order to demonstrate
and discover not only the fear but also how they tried to overcome it.

Um dos principais objetivos das hagiografias na Idade Média consis-
tia em persuadir acerca do poder e do mérito dos santos, aumentan-
do assim o numero de seguidores dos mesmos, bem como as visitas
aos respetivos santuarios. Este revelou-se, no entanto, um processo
complexo. Enfatizar os milagres realizados num santuario poderia, de
facto, aumentar as visitas. Contudo, acabava por limitar o poder do
santo e as subsequentes peregrinacdes a um Unico local. Por outro
lado, mostrar o poder do santo em conceder peticoes em qualquer
lugar poderia aumentar o niumero de seguidores, mas diminuia a im-
portancia de visitar o santuario pessoalmente. Na presente comuni-
cacao analisaremos a forma como os hagiégrafos cuidadosamente
criaram colecoes de milagres péstumos para encorajar viagens de pe-
regrinacao, porém, sem limitar o poder do santo de agir em qualquer
lugar quando invocado.

Title:

Fantastic cures and where to find them: how hagiographers encour-
aged pilgrimage travel

Abstract:

One of the main purposes of hagiographies in the Middle Ages was
to convince others of the power and merit of a saint, and by so doing
increasing the saint’s following and visitations to their shrines. This
was, however, a tricky balancing act. Emphasizing the miracles per-
formed at a shrine could increase visitation but might limit the follow-
ing and power of the saint to one finite location. Conversely, showing
the power of the saint in granting petitions anywhere could increase
their following, but negate the importance of in person shrine atten-
dance. In my paper | will discuss how hagiographers carefully crafted
collections of posthumous miracles to encourage pilgrimage travel
without limiting the power of the saint to act anywhere when called
upon.

Titulo:

O contributo das viagens de oficiais de armas para a descricao geo-
grafica durante o século XV.

Resumo:

Os oficiais de armas constituiram um corpo de servidores cuja fun-
cao maior era inventariar informacoes sobre reinos, familias ilustres,
grandes senhores e sobre as armas, ou emblemas, que representa-
vam esses entes do periodo tardo medieval. Tal oficio passou, entre
os séculos XIV e XV, por um momento de desenvolvimento através
de uma melhor definicdo de suas incumbéncias, a adocdo de uma
hierarquia interna e uma atuacdo mais frequente nos circulos régios
e nobilidrquicos. Essa maior insercdo nos ambientes de poder e o
seu emprego em diversos assuntos referentes as camadas mais dis-
tintas dos reinos, estimularam o envio desses famulos rumo a sitios
alhures enquanto mensageiros e embaixadores. Na medida em que a
pratica da viagem se tornava algo habitual para esses agentes, hou-
ve, entre eles, uma maior valorizacdo de recursos que viabilizassem
a execucao desse encargo, a exemplo de conhecimentos que auxi-
liassem na orientacdo das jornadas. Assim, durante o século XV sur-
giram obras, escritas por oficiais de armas, que se concentravam na
descricao geografica de lugares e reinos, tanto por meio da relacdo
de viagens especificas como por descricdes mais amplas do mundo
conhecido. Isto posto, o objetivo da comunicacao € avaliar o vinculo
entre as andancas desses emissarios e o conhecimento geografico
por eles legado. Buscar-se-a, portanto, averiguar como os registros
provenientes desses deslocamentos singulares se relacionaram com
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os saberes geograficos compartilhados, visando, dessa forma, aferir
se os interesses e demandas desse oficio circunscrito interferiram na
forma como os viajantes conceberam e delinearam o mundo a ser
percorrido em suas missoes.

The contribution of arms officers’ travels to geographic description
during the 15th century.
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Abstract:

The arms officers constituted a corps of servants whose main func-
tion was to inventory information about kingdomes, illustrious fami-
lies, great lords and about the weapons, or emblems, that represent-
ed these entities from the late medieval period. Between the 14th
and 15th centuries, this office went through a period of development
through a better definition of its duties, the adoption of an internal
hierarchy and a more frequent role in royal and noble circles. This
greater insertion in the spheres of power and their use in various
matters relating to the most distinct layers of the kingdoms, stimulat-
ed the sending of these servants towards other places as messengers
and ambassadors. As the practice of travel became something com-
mon for these agents, there was, among them, a greater apprecia-
tion of resources that would help the execution of this task feasible,
such as knowledge that would help in the orientation of journeys.
Thus, during the fifteenth century there appeared works, written by
officers of arms, which focused on the geographical description of
places and kingdoms, both through the relationship of specific trips
and through broader descriptions of the known world. This said, the
purpose of the communication is to evaluate the link between the
journeys of these emissaries and the geographic knowledge they
bequeathed. It will seek, therefore, to investigate how the records
from these singular displacements were related to shared geographic
knowledge, in order to assess whether the interests and demands of
this circumscribed craft interfered in the way travelers conceived and
delineated the world to be traversed in their missions.

“Uma viagem heraldica pelos reinos de Portugal e Algarve: o armorial
autarquico de Cristovao Aldo de Morais”

Resumo:

Nem todas as viagens sao reais: algumas sao imaginarias. E nem to-
das envolvem um percurso efectivo: algumas limitam-se a criar um
elenco de locais, arrolados segundo critérios variados, deixando ao
leitor/observador a possibilidade de organizar o seu périplo. A heral-
dica revela-se um instrumento apropriado para a construcao deste
tipo de mapeamento: desde a Idade Média, os emblemas desta natu-
reza foram usados para elaborar cosmografias e corografias. Natural-
mente, a heraldica mais adequada a tais funcoes era a que represen-
tava os territérios, como expressao das entidades que neles exerciam
dominio politico. Em Portugal, a heraldica dos municipios serviu tal
propdsito, permitindo a construcao de um armorial que constituia
um mapeamento simbdlico do territorio, para efeitos de afirmacao de
uma unidade politica. A partir das primeiras experiéncias no século
XVI, o magistrado Cristévao Alao de Morais elaborou um armorial
gue pretendia recolher todos os emblemas municipais, que foi preen-
chendo ao sabor das suas proprias viagens pelo territério.

“A heraldic journey through the kingdoms of Portugal and Algarve:
the municipal armorial by Cristovao Aldo de Morais”




Abstract:

Not all journeys are real: some are imaginary. And not all of them in-
volve an actual itinerary: some are limited to creating a list of places,
grouped according to various criteria, leaving the reader/observer
the possibility of organising his/her journey. Heraldry proves to be an
appropriate tool for the construction of this type of mapping: since
the Middle Ages, emblems of this nature have been used to draw
up cosmographies and chorographies. Naturally, the most adequate
heraldry for such purposes was that which represented the territo-
ries, as an expression of the entities that exercised political dominion
over them. In Portugal, the heraldry of the municipalities served such
a role, allowing the construction of an armorial which constituted a
symbolic mapping of the territory, for the purpose of asserting politi-
cal unity. From the first experiments in the 16th century, the magis-
trate Cristovao Alao de Morais drew up an armorial which aimed to
collect all the municipal emblems, which he filled in as he travelled
through the territory.

Don Carlos of Aragon and Navarre, Prince of Viana, made a journey
from the Kingdom of Navarre to Naples in search of the mediation
of his uncle, King Alfonso of Aragon. A long and intense journey, in
which he not only sought the participation of the King of Aragon in
the questions of the politics of the Kingdom of Navarre, but also took
advantage to meet one of the best cultural courts of the time, that
of Naples, where he could only stay for a year. After the death of the
King of Aragon in 1457 he quickly left Naples to pass through Sicily,
Mallorca, and Catalonia, where he lived two complex years, both per-
sonally and politically. This voyage undoubtedly marked his personal
and political trajectory, but also the cultural one.

The development of diplomacy in medieval European kingdoms was
accompanied by the diversification of written records related to em-
bassies, such as safe-conduct, letters of attorney, instructions, am-
bassadors letters and details of the costs of the missions. Among
such written pieces, we observe the increasing presence of a special
type of narrative, the embassy reports, texts of hybrid character and
descriptive nature that constituted a form of spatial knowledge, col-
lection of information about the foreigner and pedagogy of the am-
bassador’s craft. The purpose of the study is to discuss the reports of
embassies, problematizing the written dimension of the exercise of
diplomacy at the end of the Middle Ages.

Resumo:

A partir da andlise do perfil de “sabedores do mar” como os viajantes
Ugolino y Valdino Vivaldi (1291); Emmanuele Pessagno (1317); Lan-
celotto Malocello (c.1312-1336); Niccoloso da Recco (1341), Jean de
Bethencourt e Gadifer de la Salle (1402) falaremos de uma possivel
rede de navegacao e de informacoes que integrava estes homens do
mar entre si e no amplo universo dos interesses mercantis e politicos
do alto clero, das grandes comunas e das monarquias do Ocidente
Latino. Ressaltaremos que os mecanismos de transmissao e circula-
cao das “novas” trouxeram preciosas informacoes aos navegadores e
sustentaram motivacoes e interesses para o enfrentamento do gran-
de desafio do mar oceano. Parafraseando os titulos de algumas nar-
rativas arabes, os Livros de Andar e Ver, lembraremos que as viagens,
para além do andar (viajar) e ver (observar, comparar, hierarquizar),
tinham também outra importante dimensao - o narrar (contar, voca-
lizar, representar e registrar oralmente e por escrito) as experiéncias
em “terras estranhas”.

The “Sea Connoisseurs” and Their Travels to the Canary Islands (13th-
-15th centuries)

Abstract:

From the analysis of the profile of “sea connoisseurs” such as travelers
Ugolino y Valdino Vivaldi (1291); Emmanuele Pessagno (1317); Lan-
celotto Malocello (c.1312-1336); Niccoloso da Recco (1341), Jean
de Bethencourt and Gadifer de la Salle (1402) we will talk about a
possible network of navigation and information that integrated the-
se men of the sea among themselves and in the broad universe of
the commercial and political interests of the high clergy, the great
communes and the monarchies of the Latin West. We will argue that
the mechanisms of transmission and circulation of the “new” brought
precious information to the navigators and supported motivations
and interests for facing the great challenge of the ocean sea. To para-
phrase the titles of some Arabic narratives, the Books of Walk and See,
we will remember that travel, in addition to walking (traveling) and
seeing (observing, comparing, hierarque), also had another important
dimension - the narrating (counting, vocalizing, representing, and
recording orally and in writing) experiences in “strange lands”. The
ethnographic material that recorded the strangeness and efforts of
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approximation of the great “knowers of the sea”, told by themselves
or by what they and their adventures “heard” great narrators such as
Boccaccio, Zurara and Cadamosto, are the basis of many later dis-
courses and stereotypes, especially those of the colonizers.

Titulo:

Mercenarios, comerciantes, diplomaticos y peregrinos: viajeros en la
Slavia medieval.

Resumen:

Al contrario de lo que ocurrié con otras partes del mundo que eran
ignotas para los europeos antes de la época de los grandes navegan-
tes, el desconocimiento que pervive hoy acerca de la historia me-
dieval de mitad oriental de Europa y Eurasia es consecuencia de la
situacion geopolitica heredada de un tiempo en que Europa estaba
dividida en dos. Aunque nos pueda parecer muy remota, el mundo
eslavo era casi mejor conocido hace mil anos que hoy. Las familias
de casas reales orientales se casaron a menudo con miembros de
familias reales occidentales, y los relatos de viajeros que llegaron al
norte de la actual Rusia, a Praga o la capital de la actual Ucrania eran
frecuentes, sobre todo antes de la caida de Constantinopla. En esta
conferencia me gustaria presentar la evidencia que nos ha llegado de
peregrinos que llegaron andando desde Névgorod a Compostela, de
principes kievitas que peregrinaron a Tierra Santa, de viajeros judios
que salieron de Calatuna para recalar en Praga o de viajeros arabes
que llevaron al Califato la noticia de unos guerreros mercenarios que
habian llegado desde Escandinavia para establecerse a lo largo del
Dniéper en busca de comercio y riquezas. Todos ellos contribuyeron
a poner el mundo eslavo en el mapa. La historia después ha modifica-
do esos mapas hasta oscurecerlos casi por completo, pero las fuentes
y la evidencia arqueoldgica afortunadamente perviven.

Merchants, traders, diplomats and pilgrims: travellers in the medieval
Slavic realm.

Summary:

Contrarily to what happened with other parts of the world, which
were completely unknown to Europeans before they were discov-
ered by seafarers, the comparative little knowledge that is still felt
today in academic and non-academic circles alike about the Eastern



Europe medieval past is rather the consequence of an inherited geo-
political setting from a time when Europe was still divided in two
halves. Though it seems really remote to us, the Slavic world was
almost better known a thousand years ago than it is today. Mem-
bers of their royal households intermarried with members of West-
ern royal and princely households, and the narrations of travellers
who managed to get to the North of current Russia, to Prague or to
the capital of Ukraine were quite well-known, particularly before the
Fall of Constantinople. | would like to take this opportunity to pres-
ent the evidence we have to day of pilgrims who came walking from
Novgorod to Compostela, of Kyivan princes who went to the Holy
Land of pilgrimage, of Jewish travellers who left Catalunya to live for
a while in Prague or of Arab travellers who sent news to the Caliph-
ate about the mercenary warriors that had arrived from Scandinavia
to settle themselves along the Dnipro searching for riches and trade.
All of them contributed to put the Slavic realm in the maps. History
has subsequently modified those maps until almost shadowing them
in total darkness, but fortunately at leas some sources and archaeo-
logical evidence have survived.

Apart but near: solitude, concealment, and mobility among the her-

Abstract:

Since its origins, the hermitic life has been the most radical affirma-
tion of the search for religious perfection through detachment from
the world, in a poor and penitent life sought in the wilderness, far
from inhabited centres. But, in many ways, the hermit lives in the
tension between concealment and visibility: because his testimony
needs to be seen and attracts disciples and benefactors; because the
hermit needs the world beyond the hermitage to ensure part of his
sustenance or to guarantee his way of life, his stability and autono-
my; because he also welcomes those who seek him out and, in many
cases, accompanies and advises them. This paper intends, therefore,
to understand how mobility happens in the context of the eremitical
communities of poor life, in the final centuries of the Middle Ages,
both within the communities and in their multifaceted relationship
with the outside world.

Resumen:

El fundugq (pl. fanadiq) lo encontramos en las orillas del Mediterraneo
entre los siglos VIII y Xlll. Se trataba del tipo de edificio utilizado
como posada, almacén y lugar de venta al por mayor por comercian-
tes y viajeros de cualquier procedencia en territorios islamicos.

El objetivo de esta conferencia es profundizar en el estudio del co-
mercio y el alojamiento en al-Andalus desde una perspectiva inter-
disciplinar, a partir de los restos arqueolégicos de fanadiq hallados en
la Peninsula Ibérica. La combinacién de fuentes histdricas y arqueo-
I6gicas permitira mostrar las posibilidades de estudio que ofrecen las
diversas fuentes, caracterizar el fundugq, ofrecer una vision amplia so-
bre su presencia en al-Andalus, y determinar similitudes y diferencias
entre los estudios de caso analizados.

El fundug excavado en el conjunto arqueolégico de San Esteban
(Murcia, Espafia) se expondra como estudio de caso principal. Se pre-
sentaran los analisis bioarqueolégicos que se estan llevando a cabo
en este edificio con el objetivo de identificar actividades que se de-
sarrollaron en su interior, como transacciones comerciales o tareas
cotidianas de gestion y alimentacion, y de aproximarnos a las perso-
nas que lo utilizaron y lo habitaron.

The fundugq in al-Andalus: an approach to travel and travelers based
on support structures

Abstract:

The fundugq (pl. fanadiq) is found on the shores of the Mediterranean
between the 8" and 13% centuries. It was the type of building used
as an inn, warehouse and place of wholesale trade by merchants and
travelers of any origin in Islamic territories.

The objective of this conference is to deepen the study of commerce
and accommodation in al-Andalus from an interdisciplinary perspec-
tive, based on the archaeological remains of fanadiq found in the
Iberian Peninsula. The combination of historical and archaeological
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sources will allow to show the study possibilities offered by them, to
characterize the fundugq, to offer a broad view of its presence in al-
Andalus, and to determine similarities and differences between the
case studies analyzed.

The funduq excavated in San Esteban archaeological site (Murcia,
Spain) will be presented as a main case study. The bioarchaeological
analyses that are being carried out in this building will be presented
in order to identify activities that took place inside it, such as com-
mercial transactions or daily management and food tasks, and to get
closer to the people who used and lodge in it.

Representacdes de Constantinopla em relatos de viagem tardo-me-
dievais do Ocidente europeu e norte-africano

Resumo:

Pretende-se com esta comunicacao efectuar uma analise comparati-
va das percepcoes e representacoes de Constantinopla identificadas
num conjunto de relatos de viagem da Baixa Idade Média do Ociden-
te europeu e norte-africano. Estas fontes, em namero de seis, abran-
gem as trés religides do Livro: Judaismo (uma fonte ibérica), Cristia-
nismo (trés fontes ibéricas e uma oriunda da Borgonha), Islamismo
(uma fonte do extremo ocidente norte-africano, muito proximo da
Peninsula Ibérica). Cronologicamente, o corpus documental a utilizar
situa-se entre os séculos Xll e XV. Mais do que pela quantidade de
informacao fornecida, as fontes em questao foram selecionadas com
base na rigueza ao nivel do contelddo informativo fornecido relativa-
mente a cidade, por exemplo, em termos antropolégicos, etnografi-
cos e arquitectonicos.

Naturalmente, cada relato tem o seu contexto de producao préprio.
No entanto, apesar das variantes, dois aspectos os unem: por um
lado, a feicao didactica e, por outro, o facto de a cidade, para o via-
jante que chega do Ocidente e independentemente do seu credo e
origem nacional, impor-se como sinénimo de cruzamento de civiliza-
coes e ponte entre Ocidente e Oriente, obrigando a reduzir o passo
e a apurar os sentidos.

Title:

Representations of Constantinople in Western European and North
African travel accounts from the Late Middle Ages
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Abstract:

The aim of this paper is to carry out a comparative analysis of the
perceptions and representations of Constantinople identified in a set
of travel accounts from the Late Middle Ages of Western Europe and
Western North Africa. These (six) sources cover the three religions
of the Book: Judaism (an Iberian source), Christianity (three Iberian
sources and one from Burgundy), Islam (a source from the far North
African West, very close to the Iberian Peninsula). Chronologically,
the documental corpus to be used is between the 12th and 15th cen-
turies. More than the amount of data provided, the sources in ques-
tion were selected based on the richness of the information content
provided in relation to Constantinople, for example, in anthropologi-
cal, ethnographic and architectural terms.

Naturally, each account has its own production context. However,
despite the variations, two aspects unite them: on the one hand, the
didactic aspect and, on the other, the fact that the city, for the travel-
ler who arrives from the West and regardless of their religious belief
and national origin, imposes itself as a synonym for the crossing of
civilizations and a bridge between West and East, inevitably forcing
him to slow down and sharpen his senses.

Resumo:

A literatura que aborda as viagens esteve muito presente nas livrarias
durante a baixa Idade Média por toda a Europa. Em Portugal nao foi
diferente. Reais ou imaginarias, essas viagens foram apreciadas por
leitores notdveis, como os reis D. Duarte e D. Manuel |, que deixaram
vestigios sobre suas colecoes. Esta apresentacao pretende trabalhar
os livros de viagens nas livrarias régias em dois momentos distintos,
antes e depois da insercao da prensa de tipos moveis no reino portu-
gués e antes e depois da chegada aos territdrios antes desconheci-
dos pelos europeus. Propdem-se analisar as mudancas e permanén-
cias entre esses dois momentos e o impacto das grandes navegacoes
nas praticas de leitura e na divulgacdo desse tipo de literatura na
passagem da ldade Média para a Epoca Moderna.

The travel books in the reigns of Duarte (1433-1438) and Manuel |
(1495-1521) of Portugal: between manuscripts and prints

Abstract:

Literature on travel was very present in library during the Low Middle
Ages throughout Europe. In Portugal it was no different. Real or imag-
inary, these trips were appreciated by notable readers, such as the
kings D. Duarte and D. Manuel |, who left traces on their collections.
This presentation intends to work on travel books in royal libraries at
two different times, before and after the insertion of movable type
press in the Portuguese kingdom and before and after the arrival in
territories previously unknown to Europeans. We propose to analyse
the changes and permanencies between these two moments and the
impact of the great navigations on reading practices and on the dis-
semination of this type of literature in the passage from the Middle
Ages to the Modern Period.

Najas nas margens do paraiso: crencas e intercambios religiosos em
registros sobre uma viagem do século XIV

Resumo:

Quando navegava pela costa da India, no caminho de retorno da Chi-
na a Sé apostoélica, o franciscano Jean de Marignolli enfrentou uma
tempestade que arrastou sua embarcacao até o Ceilao, ilha que, por
suas contas, distava apenas algumas dezenas de quiléometros do pa-
raiso terrestre. O frade diz ter encontrado ali grandes e numerosas
serpentes capazes de suster seus corpos erguidos no ar, algo que ele
nunca havia visto antes, mas que acreditou ser uma reminiscéncia
da serpente do Eden. Privilegiando esse documento, mas sem des-
considerar os registros deixados por outros viajantes que também
rumaram para as partes orientais entre os séculos Xlll e X1V, esta co-
municacao procura examinar como 0s espacos e animais conhecidos
por eles durante a viagem sdo incorporados a uma cosmovisao crista,
valendo-se para isso, inclusive, de informacdes tomadas de outras
religioes.

Cobras at the edges of Paradise: religious beliefs and exchanges in
the 14th Century travel accounts

Abstract:

Sailing along the coast of India, on his way back from China to Eu-
rope, the Franciscan Jean de Marignolli faced a storm that dragged
his vessel to Ceylon, an island that, according to his accounts, was
only a few dozen miles from the paradise on Earth. The friar claimed
to have found there large and numerous serpents, capable of sus-
taining their bodies raised in the air - something he had never seen
before, but which he believed to be reminiscent of the serpent of
Eden. This presentation seeks to examine spaces and animals which
became known by the Christian travelers to the East - considering
Marigonolli's account, as some records written by other travelers,
who also walked the roads to the eastern parts between the 13th
and 14th centuries. Complementarily, it is aimed to understand how
these space and animals were incorporated into a Christian cosmovi-
sion, for that to happen, utilizing the information from other religions
too.

Resumen:

En esta investigacion analizamos la presencia de las maravillas en la
obra Andancas e viajes de Pero Tafur (s.XV). En primer lugar, estudia-
mos el concepto de lo maravilloso desde enfoques historiograficos,
literarios y culturales. En segundo lugar, examinamos las funciones
y propositos narrativos de lo extrano y lo maravilloso en el relato
de viajes de Pero Tafur. Por consiguiente, proponemos que el viajero
hispano incluye las maravillas como parte de una tradiciéon cultural
de los viajeros medievales para resaltar lo exotico y lo singular de las
tierras extranjeras. De esta manera, las maravillas generan sorpresa y
admiracion por los seres, objetos y fendmenos extrafios y sobrenatu-
rales, los cuales crean una atmosfera narrativa basada en la novedad
y la diferencia, asi como también en horizontes fabulosos que esta-
blecen una ruptura con el mundo conocido. Asi, la presencia de las
rarezasy los prodigios forjan representaciones de la otredad, utilizan-
dose para proyectar diferencias culturales con la identidad del viajero
y legitimar sus aventuras en las tierras lejanas.

«'‘Mirando muchas e muy estrafas cosas’: functions and narrative
purposes of the strange and the wonderful in the travel writing by
Pero Tafur (15th century)»

Abstract:

In this paper we analyze the presence of wonders in the work Andan-
cas e viajes by Pero Tafur (15th century). First, we study the concept
of the marvelous from historiographic, literary and cultural perspec-
tives. Second, we examine the narrative functions and purposes of
the strange and the wonderful in the travel writing of Pero Tafur.
Therefore, we propose that the Hispanic traveler includes wonders
as part of a medieval traveler cultural tradition to highlight the exotic
and singular of foreign lands. In this way, wonders generate surprise
and admiration for strange and supernatural creatures, objects and
phenomena, which create a narrative atmosphere based on novelty
and difference, as well as fabulous horizons that establish a break
with the known world. Thus, the presence of rarities and prodigies
forge representations of otherness, being used to project cultural dif-
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ferences with the identity of traveler and legitimize his adventures in
distant lands.

Titulo:
Divergéncias e rupturas nas primeiras viagens quatrocentistas

Resumo:

As primeiras viagens de exploracao de territérios ndo europeus por
viajantes cristaos foram possiveis gracas a combinacdo de principios
universais, como a propagacao da fé, e de interesses e condicoes cir-
cunstanciais para levar adiante as empresas e estimular a tomarem o
mar homens de proveniéncias diversas - nem sempre inteirados do
gue os aguardava ou bem-preparados para o que poderia acontecer.
Nos diversos relatos de tais viagens ocorridas na primeira metade do
Quatrocentos, é possivel notar que as projecoes iniciais sdo comu-
mente repensadas e os desempenhos redefinidos, em grande parte
devido as vontades dos envolvidos. Em uma célebre viagem as ilhas
atlanticas no inicio do século XV, comandada pelo bardao normando
Jean de Béthencourt e pelo gentil-homem gascao Gadifer de La Salle,
os desentendimentos tiveram inicio ainda na costa europeia, prolon-
gando-se ao longo das conquistas e estendendo-se para além da vida
dos dois conquistadores, quando duas versoes da histéria passaram
a disputar a verdade sobre o ocorrido. A proposta desta conferéncia
€ apurar as pequenas dissidéncias que acabaram por conduzir a uma
ruptura entre os capitaes, com a finalidade de analisar em que medi-
da tais desavencas ultrapassam o ambito de uma viagem especifica e
ajudam a entender as condicdes das primeiras viagens de conquista
e a acdo dos individuos neste contexto.

Title:

Divergences and ruptures in early 15th-century voyages

Abstract:

The first voyages of exploration of non-European territories by Chris-
tian travellers were made possible by the combination of universal
principles, such as the propagation of the faith, and of interests and
circumstantial conditions to carry out the enterprises and stimulate
men from diverse backgrounds to take to sea - not always aware of
what awaited them or well-prepared for what might happen. In the
various accounts of such voyages that took place in the first half of
the 19th century, it is possible to note that the initial projections
were commonly rethought and the performances redefined, largely
due to the will of those involved. In a famous voyage to the Atlantic
islands at the beginning of the fifteenth century, commanded by the
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Norman baron Jean de Béthencourt and the Gasconian nobleman
Gadifer de La Salle, the disagreements began still on the European
coast, continuing throughout the conquests and extending beyond
the lives of the two conquerors, when two versions of history began
to dispute the truth about what happened. The proposal of this con-
ference is to ascertain the small dissensions that eventually led to
a rupture between the captains, in order to analyse to what extent
such disagreements go beyond the scope of a specific voyage and
help to understand the conditions of the first conquest voyages and
the action of individuals in this context.
